EVERYONE STARTS WITH WHY

Makenzie: Growing up, | had
split parent homes. My dad was
an alcoholic so being at his house
was very lonely and trying to take
care of myself. At my mom’s | felt
like a back burner because my
sister was more important to
make sure she was okay. So, with
these experiences | felt as if | had
to take care of myself and help
take care of her. Sometimes | felt
as | was the adult in the house.

Hanna: My “Why” for this
project is that | have always felt a
connection to it while not being
directly affected. When | was in
third grade, | had a friend in my
class who asked me to take a sip
of my water because her mom
used all her money for drugs, and
their water was turned off. |
continued to bring her water
bottles every day after this.

Peyton: My “Why” for this
project started when | knew |
wanted to be in the healthcare
field. | have an innate instinct in
wanting to help others and with
this project, I’'m able to combine
my knowledge from my major
with helping children who are
affected by drug abuse and
providing support through this
difficult time for them.

Richard: My “Why” starts with
my mom, she never had it as easy
as | did. Her life was filled with
tough times due to the drug
abuse of her mother, many things
were not provided for her, mainly
support. Now | get the
opportunity to fillin but a
portion of what my mother could
have benefited from in her youth.

Navigating Challenges...

Beginning our project, finding a
place to set our foundation was
difficult. However, after
communicating with Anna
Hanzsche and establishing
rapport with an established non-
profit community such as the
Boys & Girls Club, it became clear
that this was the place housing

youth that could benefit from our

project idea.
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COLLABORATING EFFORTS... The end of the beginning...
We collaborated with the
National Association for Children
of Addiction (NACoA) to discuss
the use of their drug addiction
curriculum for children and their
established evaluation process.

After training to be volunteers in
the Boys & Glrls Club and NACOA,
we launched our pilot project.
Using the NACOA curriculum as a
guide, we are currently in the
process of finishing out our 8-
week pilot project with an
evaluation at the end to assess
whether this program is
sufficient to implement in other
Boys & Girls clubs across
Maryland. This is hopefully just
the beginning of this amazing
project.

Connecting the dots...

After working closely with the
NACOoA, we facilitated a
connection between the NACOA
and Anna at the B&G club to
create the pathway to lay out the
plan for our pilot project.
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THE BACKING OF IT ALL...

In 2021, 18.5% of Wicomico
County high school students said
that they have taken prescription
medicine differently than what a
doctor has told them to and or
without a doctor’s prescription.
22.8 % of the students were
offered, sold, and or given illegal
drugs on school property (within
12 months prior to survey). 3.4 %
of students have injected any
illegal drugs, 4.4% have used
ecstasy, 4.8% of students have
used methamphetamines, 5.2%
of students have used heroin,
5.0% of students have used
cocaine, and 17.1% of students
have smoked marijuana (one or
more times during the 30 days
before the survey).

18.3% of students have had at
least one drink leading up to the
survey but 9.0% have binge
drank at least one day within the
30 leading up to the survey (four
or more drinks if female and five
and more if male) (C. Shifler,
2021).

Previous Project Efforts...

The 2020 cohort put out a
survey to figure out what type of
programing were needed at the
new Newton Street Community
Center. The 2021 cohort took
that data and fraternity and
sorority life (FSL) to plan
activities for the community
center. Each chapter had two
days within a week to create a
plan and specialized program to
bring to the center for the kids.
