•  The Free Application for Federal Student Aid – FAFSA – is an application you need to fll out 
every year so that you can be considered for federal student aid, including federal grants, loans 
and the work-study program and institutional need-based aid.

•  In addition, Maryland residents may qualify for state aid based on the information provided in 
the FAFSA.

•  For full consideration, high school students should apply for the FAFSA between October 1 and 
March 1 of your senior year.

•  When you submit your offcial transcripts and test scores when applying to SU, you are 
automatically considered for merit-based scholarships.
