Requesting Accommodations/
Registering with the DRC

Through an interactive process,

DRC staff meet with each student
individually to discuss their request for
accommodations/services, strengths,
challenges and the likely impact of

their disability on their educational
experiences at SU. While students

can register with the DRC at any time,
incoming first-year and transfer students
are encouraged to register the semester
prior to their first semester at SU.

How to Request Academic

2. Submit documentation of a disability.
Students are strongly encouraged to
upload their disability documentation
while completing their DRC
Student Application. Providers may
also complete the DRC Medical
Documentation Form (in lieu of a
letter), if desired.

3. ADRC staff member will contact
you to schedule your Initial Intake
Appointment to discuss your request
for accommodations/services. Please
be aware that this is a REQUIRED
appointment, as the information
obtained is an essential component
in the determination of reasonable
accommodations.

Preparing for Your Initial

Intake Appointment

The initial intake is a 60-minute
interactive dialogue with DRC

staff to discuss your request for
accommodations/services and to
provide an overview of the services
available to you through the DRC and
other campus partners. The goal of the
initial intake is to gather the information
necessary to ensure equal access
through the determination of reasonable
accommodations and services.

Discussing Your Disability

Please come to the initial intake

appointment prepared to discuss your

disability. The more you can tell us
about your disability, the better we will
understand your specific needs. Please
be prepared to answer the following
questions:

* How does your disability impact you in
the learning environment? Think of the
following situations:

e Classroom (lecture, note taking, group
work, lab work, physical activity, sitting)

e Tests and exams (multiple choice,
timed tests)

e Communication (listening, speaking,
writing, using email)

e Assignments (presentations, reading,
writing)

e Campus (mobility, orientation/
navigation)

* What accommodations have you used
in the past? How have they helped
you?

® What accommodations do you think
you will need in college?

Documentation of Disability

Documentation of disability is

necessary in order to verify your
disability and determine appropriate
accommodations. We highly encourage
students to submit documentation

of disability prior to their scheduled
initial intake appointment. In general,
documentation of your disability should:

¢ Include your specific diagnosis/
medical condition(s)

® Include a history of disability-related
services at another educational
institution, such as an IEP, 504 Plan or
accommodation plan from another
college

¢ Be written by a professional qualified
to diagnose or treat your disability

Documentation is needed to provide
a clear picture of how your disability
will impact you in the college setting
in order to determine appropriate
services and accommodations you
will need at SU. We understand that
not all documentation will contain
all of these elements; however, the
more information we have, the better
we will be able to determine the
accommodations and services you need
at the college level.

DRC Services/Programs

The DRC offers a variety of services

to and for students with disabilities

on campus, including, but not limited
to, academic skill building sessions,
assistive technology training, alternative
textbooks and course materials,

peer mentoring, voter registration
assistance, disability awareness
training, and advocacy support. We

also provide guidance to prospective
students and families on the process of
request accommodations, differences
between high school and college
accommodations/laws, documentation
requirements, etc.

To purchase a permit, log in to GullNet

credit hours effective May 27, 2022.

Salisbury University uses a License
Plate Reader (LPR) system for permits
and enforcement. Please make sure
the vehicle information (year, make,
model, color and license plate) are
accurate when purchasing the permit,
as the license plate is the permit and no
physical permits are handed out. If the
vehicle information changes after the
purchase of the permit, students need to
update the vehicle information as soon
as possible through the Parking Portal to
avoid possible citations.

Office of Financial Aid
& Scholarships

Financing your education is one of the most important life decisions
you and your family face. Investing in a college education is often

a major financial decision requiring many students to look beyond
their own limited resources for assistance. The Office of Financial
Aid and Scholarships is prepared to assist you in the process of

securing the resources necessary to afford your college education.
The SU Office of Financial Aid and Scholarships is committed to
providing excellent customer service, timely delivery of information
and sensitivity to individual financial concerns. They act as your
financial aid resource and information center, and aim to help students
achieve their educational goals.

HOW TO START YOUR

FINANCIAL AID JOURNEY

e Complete the FAFSA every year
on studentaid.gov or using the
MyStudentAid app! The FAFSA opens
every October 1 for the next academic
year (i.e., October 1, 2022, the FAFSA
opened for the fall 2023 - spring
2024 academic year). Many families
mistakenly think they don’t qualify
for aid and prevent themselves from
receiving financial aid by failing to
apply for it. In addition, there are a few
sources of aid such as unsubsidized
Stafford and PLUS loans that are
available regardless of need but
require a FAFSA for us to offer them as
an option. The FAFSA form is free, so
no matter your income we encourage
all students and families to complete
the FAFSA.

Estimate how much income your
family can set aside every month
and then multiply that amount by 48
months (i.e., a four-year degree). Set
those funds aside in your budget or
take a look at Maryland 529 or other
state tax-advantaged savings plans
designed to encourage saving for
college.

Explore scholarships - SU and outside
(community) based scholarships are
available.

TUITION, FEES, NET PRICE
& FINANCIAL AID

salisbury.edu/afford-college/tuition-and-fees

SU encourages all prospective students
and their families to evaluate our net
price and to not focus on the overall
official cost of attendance/budget, which
is also referred to as the “sticker price.”
The net price reflects a more accurate
out-of-pocket cost after removing grants,
scholarships and other educational
benefits from the “sticker” price.

In reviewing your financial aid
package versus our estimated costs, it's
critical to determine what costs you may
need to finance using available financial
aid options and what costs you may
be able to cover out-of-pocket. Many
students and their families are mainly
looking for ways to cover the “big ticket
items,” which we refer to as "direct
costs” - including tuition and mandatory
fees, housing, and meals - while taking
care of additional costs, referred to
as "indirect costs/expenses,” such as
books/supplies, miscellaneous fees
(i.e., parking pass) and transportation
costs (i.e., gas) out of pocket. Families
may find that when they break down
the cost, taking into consideration SU
bills by semester, that once financial
aid has been applied they can satisfy
the remaining bill through additional
financial resources or by utilizing the
semester-based payment plan option
offered through the SU Cashiers Office.

TYPES OF AID
salisbury.edu/afford-college/types-of-aid

SU students mainly receive funds for
college in the form of grants, loans,
work-study and/or scholarships. Awards
are typically based on financial need,
academic ability or both.

GRANTS: Grants are free money or
gift aid given to you to finance your
education. They can come from the
federal or state government, from

SU or from private sources and they
don't have to be repaid. Examples of
these include, but are not limited to,
Federal Pell Grant, Federal SEOG, EA
Grant (Maryland resident), GA Grant
(Maryland resident), SU Fund, TEACH,
Sea Gull Pell Promise and the CAMP
Grant.

LOANS: Loans are funds that have to
be repaid to the lender - and many

do not require full payment to begin
until the student graduates or ceases
to be enrolled at least half-time during
a standard semester. If scholarships
and grants don't cover the cost of your
education, a loan from the federal
government (federal student or parent
PLUS loan) or a private education loan
through a bank/credit union may be an
option to consider. Generally speaking,
federal student loans include many
benefits (such as low, fixed interest rates
and income-driven repayment plans)
not typically offered with private loans.
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FEDERAL WORK STUDY: The Federal
Work Study (FWS) program allows
eligible students to earn paychecks

to help support their educational
expenses by getting part-time jobs (up
to 10-15 hours/week) with Salisbury
University offices and departments. This
program helps create job opportunities
for FWS students by using federal
funding to pay their wages. FWS funds
are limited and require financial need
from FAFSA. If your financial aid award
notification includes a FWS award, then
you are eligible to pursue FWS jobs.
Your total earnings cannot exceed your
FWS award amount, and your actual
earnings will depend on the number of
hours you work and your hourly wage
(minimum wage or above).

SCHOLARSHIPS: A scholarship is gift
aid given to you to help fund your
education. Many scholarships awarded
come from Salisbury University and
the SU Foundation’s endowments
with unique eligibility and scholarship
renewal requirements. There are also
many scholarships available to you
through other, external, organizations.
A scholarship could be awarded for
just one semester, an academic year
or sometimes they may be multi-year.
Scholarship money does not typically
have to be repaid, but there are
some scholarships that may require

a minimum grade point average, a

particular major or minor, or even the
completion of a service obligation as
part of their awarding requirements.

It is important to read all initial award
and renewal requirements available
from the scholarship grantor. Maryland
residents should review scholarships
offered by Maryland Higher Education
Commission (mhec.maryland.gov)

to determine if they meet any of the
eligibility requirements and deadline
dates.

SU SCHOLARSHIPS

The University offered more
than a $1.3 million dollars in
scholarships to SU students
last year. These scholarships
may be applied for annually
through SU’s Scholarship
website, AcademicWorks,
and are funded through
generous contributions from
alumni, faculty and staff,
friends, parents, campus
organizations, and other
affiliates.

Please keep in mind that SU'’s
Academic Merit Scholarships,

Good Neighbor undergraduate
scholarship and SU Fund (need-based
grant for incoming students) are some
of the aid determined via your SU
admissions application and/or FAFSA.

The fall 2023-spring 2024 scholarship
application process opened on
December 1, 2022. Deadline dates for
scholarships vary; check the website for
details. Don't forget, you are required
to complete a new general application
every year!
