Students wishing to major in Interdisciplinary Studies must follow these guidelines in order to complete an approved program:

1. Students must complete a minimum of 30 semester hours in 300/400-level courses with grades of C or better between two or three approved academic disciplines.  

2. Students are responsible for completing all prerequisites courses required for the courses chosen for their interdisciplinary studies major.  

3. Upper-division courses (300/400 level) completed prior to receiving program approval may or may not be used for the interdisciplinary studies major, and no more than 18 such hours may be credited toward the major. At least 12 credits must be taken in residence – at Salisbury University and as a declared interdisciplinary studies major. 
4. No more than two of the courses used to meet the interdisciplinary studies major may be used to meet minor or other major requirements. 

5. Any deviation for programs must be approved in writing by both the representative of the subject area and the major coordinator of interdisciplinary studies.
