2) Complete a minimum of two semesters of Spanish or its equivalent.  Students may replace or combine Spanish with another Latin American language studied abroad with permission. 

3) At least one course for the minor must be completed while studying in a Latin American country.  No more than 9 transfer credits may count toward the minor.  (Note: Students may count 16 credits completed via the Salisbury Abroad: Ecuador Semester Program toward the minor, as these are not transfer credits, but SU courses executed abroad via SU’s partner institution in Latin America.)
4) Earn grades of C or better in all courses taken for the minor.

5) No more than one course in the minor may be used to satisfy General Education requirements.
