Latin American Studies Track
The Salisbury Abroad: Cuenca, Ecuador Latin American Studies Track consists of three general academic components:

1) Students choose four courses taught in English or Spanish from the following course offerings.  Course offerings may vary slightly by semester:

ART 391: Latin American Art 
MUSC 220: Andean Musical Culture
ENGL 318: Topics in Hispanic Literature in Translation
SPAN 300: Latin American Short Story (taught in Spanish)
SPAN 316: Latin American Culture and Civilization (taught in Spanish)
SPAN 330: Topics in Hispanic Literature in Translation
SPAN 336: Survey of Latin American Literature (taught in Spanish)
ANTH 200: Race and Ethnicity in the Andes
ENVR 495: Environmental Studies of the Andes
POSC 390: Political Economy of Latin America
2) Students take one intensive Spanish language experience during the first four weeks of the semester.  The level of the instruction will depend on the individual student’s proficiency as assessed in Ecuador during the first days of class or based on prerequisites earned at SU.  The intensive language instruction does not count as an individual Spanish course for credit, but is part of the enhancement of the four courses taken for credit.
       3)  On-Line Travel Journal – Students will maintain an on-line travel journal.  Students will make 
a minimum of 20 entries during the semester.  Each entry will be a minimum of 350 words. 
Entries may be written in English or Spanish according to the linguistic ability of the student.  Entries will ask students to reflect on aspects of their Ecuadorian experience outside of class.  Sample assignments for reflection may include: homestay family, museum tours, community excursions, food, social customs, Ecuadorian holidays, perceptions of Americans in Ecuador, immigration, university life in Ecuador, or other related topics.  The On-Line Travel Journal will be graded by a faculty member back on SU’s main campus.
The grade that students earn in each of the four Latin American Studies courses will count as 75% of the grade in that course.  The grades earned in the Spanish language intensive experience and the On-Line Travel Journal will be incorporated into the final grade of each of the four Latin American Studies courses.  The language grade will be worth 20% of the final grade in each Latin American Studies course and the On-Line Travel Journal will be worth 5% of the final grade in each Latin American Studies course.  Students will earn 4 credits for each successfully completed Latin American Studies course for a total of 16 credits.  The credits and grades will appear as on the student’s SU transcript.
