It is the goal of this class to help you acquire facility in understanding, speaking, reading and writing French. Upon completion of this course you will also have acquired the necessary cultural knowledge to enjoy travel in French-speaking regions of the world and to interact with French-speakers right here in the United States.

PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVES: Students will be able to perform the following end of course objectives:

l.  Pronounce French words with near fluency precision, using proper intonation.

2. Use the present and past tense of regular & select irregular verbs with reasonable accuracy in oral & written

    forms.

3. When given a skeleton sentence in French, give the completed sentence with correct subject/verb and

    adjective/noun agreement in the present, past and near future in oral and written forms.

4. When given a French sentence in the present, past or near future, negate it in oral & written forms.

5. When given a French sentence in the present, past or near future, transform it into a question in both oral

    and written forms.

6. Show their grasp of the unit vocabulary by chatting about situations similar to those in the book.

7. Understand basic conversations in French (at a moderate speed) with their teacher and with other students.

8. Use selected idiomatic expressions in their conversations (expressions with faire, expressions with avoir, the

    weather, il y a).

ACADEMIC INTEGRITY: 
The best learning environment is one based on mutual respect and trust.  However, the desire to achieve a good grade without doing the necessary work may tempt some students to cheat on exams or to represent the work of others as their own.  At Salisbury University, plagiarism and cheating are wrong and are considered acts of “academic dishonesty” i.e. a deliberate and deceptive representation of one’s own work.

Instances of academic dishonesty include all, but are not limited to the following:

*** Plagiarism – presenting as one’s own work, whether literally or in paraphrase, 

      the work of another author

*** Cheating on exams, tests, quizzes; the wrongful giving or accepting of unauthorized exam materials;
       the use of illegitimate sources of information

*** Falsifying excuses for non-attendance or completion of assignments

There are NO mitigating circumstances to justify academic dishonesty.  If you are unclear about what constitutes academic dishonesty or plagiarism, please ask.  Ignorance is no excuse.  Discovery of academic dishonesty will bring stiff penalties, including a failing grade for the assignment in question and possibly a grade of F for the course.  The maximum penalty at Salisbury University for plagiarism is possible expulsion from the entire USM system, so for your own sake, maintain your academic integrity. Signing off on this syllabus means that you agree to meet these expectations.

MISSED TESTS




 

Missed written tests must be made up within one week. The missed exam day also counts against the student’s total number of absences.  Students will be given a different exam. Exams not made up within one week will receive a zero. 
Missed conversation tests must be made up within one week. The missed exam day also counts against the student’s total number of absences.  Students will be asked to recite the entire conversation (both roles, rather than just one) from memory. Exams not made up within one week will receive a zero.
Should classes be cancelled on a test day, students should expect that the missed test will be given the next regularly scheduled class.
LATE HOMEWORK

No late homework will be accepted. All homework must be turned in on the due date at the beginning of class. If you will be absent or late to class on the day that a written assignment is due, you will need to turn it in early or to arrange for a classmate to deliver it. No e-mailed assignments will be accepted.  
All Quia exercises are due at midnight the evening before each written test. After midnight, your results will no longer be recorded.

ATTENDANCE:

Taking into account that circumstances arise which prevent a student from attending class, including illness, participation in an SU athletic event, family or other unforeseen emergencies, each student will be permitted

3 absences (no questions asked). Please use your absences wisely!

Each absence above and beyond the third will lower your final course grade by one grade increment.

More than 12 absences will automatically result in a failing grade.

Students who attend every class will receive a one grade increment bonus in their final grade.

Tardiness:

If you enter the class after it has begun, you are considered late. Arriving late to class will count as ½ an absence. Leaving class early will also count as ½ an absence. It is often difficult to find a parking space on campus. Please plan accordingly.

If you arrive late to class, please check in with the professor at the end of class to be sure that you were not marked absent.
Leaving the classroom during class:

If you are not in the classroom, you are not able to participate. Leaving the room during class will lower your class participation grade. Students who leave repeatedly (more than three times) will be counted as absent.

The majority of your homework will be assigned in Quia.

All written & aural Quia exercises for a unit are due at midnight the evening before the exam.

No late Quia exercises will be accepted. After midnight, you will no longer be able to receive a score for any Quia exercises completed in that chapter.

It is recommended that you set aside a half hour for Quia everyday.

Aim to complete between 5 and 10 exercises each day. 

Computer problems do occur: Please do not attempt to complete all of your Quia exercises the day before they are due. Lack of access to the internet and/or computer malfunction will not be accepted as justification of inability to complete Quia assignments.

Some Quia exercises will display a grade of “zero” until your professor has graded them. Be sure to check regularly under “View Your Results” for any comments that your professor may have given you (which can be read by clicking on the notepad symbol).

You may repeat all exercises as many times as you would like (until you achieve an “A+”, or a grade with which you are happy).

CULTURAL EVENTS:

Margins should be no greater than 1 inch on all sides, and the font should be size 11 or 12. Your first paper is due on or before Tuesday, November 15th and your second paper is due on or before Tuesday, December 6th.

*No food is allowed in the classroom. Bottled or capped beverages are fine. 

*Cell phones must be turned off and put away at the beginning of class. Texting during class is counted as negative participation, and students found texting will lose a class participation point.
*You are welcome to discuss your grade in the class with me at any time, however I am not permitted to send grade information via e-mail. For this reason, should you wish to discuss your grade with me, please stop by during my office hours or schedule a meeting with me at another time.

*No laptop computers may be used during class. Research has shown that taking notes by hand helps you to better retain the information provided in class.
