Course description:

This course is designed as an intermediate-level review of the basic language sequence.  It reviews the major structural features of Spanish grammar and improves all linguistic skills: reading, writing, speaking, and listening. The fifth skill of cultural competency is highly emphasized through readings and class discussions. Some of the topics discussed are the family, the performing and visual arts, and cultural differences of Spanish-speaking countries.

Students will review, practice, and refine their language skills from previous Spanish classes.  Additionally, students will practice structures such as the subjunctive mood and the past tenses.  While improving their four skills through grammar acquisition, students will also enhance their cultural knowledge through readings, authentic media, and meaningful interactive activities. 

Interdisciplinary in nature, Spanish 201 is designed to access culture through language.  Students can expect to learn about works of fine art, films, music, and both classic and contemporary pieces of literature. By integrating the National Standards for Foreign Language Learning, the interdisciplinary nature of Spanish 201 means that culture will be studied to make connections between and comparisons about many different types of communities. 

Course objectives:

Based on the proficiency-oriented approach to language learning, Spanish 201 will emphasize authentic language use and mastery of practical vocabulary for application to contexts such as interpersonal relationships, health and well-being, and discussing the environment.  All four skills – reading, writing, listening, and speaking – will be exercised during each class period with the objective of steady improvement for all areas.  Practice will move from structured to open-ended activities both in class and for homework assignments.  Depending up each student’s background, motivation level, and related factors, at the end of Spanish 201 a student should expect to be at the intermediate-low to intermediate-high range of the ACTFL proficiency guidelines for all skill areas.
Spanish 201 continues to study and practice language skills, through speaking, writing, listening and reading, beyond those covered in Spanish 101 and 102.  New grammar topics and skills to be covered will include preterit vs. imperfect; reflexive verbs and pronouns; the use of prepositions of place and direct and/or indirect object pronouns; the use of the present progressive, present perfect, future and conditional tenses; and more about the philosophy of the subjunctive mood, including the use of the subjunctive in expressions of influence, emotion, doubt, and denial.

Students will continue to accumulate practical vocabulary in Spanish.  Vocabulary topics include expressions to describe actions in the past, present and future; expressions used at restaurants, airports, train stations, and in traveling in general; negative and affirmative expressions; and specific vocabulary related to the arts, music and literature.

Students will continue to learn about various aspects of the Latin American, Spanish, and Hispanic cultures. The addition of two films and the reading of a Latin American novel will serve to this purpose. Students will increase use of technology within the target language.
Performance Objectives:

After completing this course, you should be able to carry out the following tasks:

· Communicate with others about your and other people’s daily activities.

· Narrate and describe different past, present and future events and activities.

· Order a meal in a restaurant, read a menu, and talk about food likes and dislikes.

· Make travel arrangements by train, bus or airplane, and make reservations in a travel agency by asking and answering questions about future plans.

· Speak, write, and read about Spanish and Latin American art, music, and artists.

· Talk about the general characteristics of literary texts and their authors.

· Recognize major Latin American and Spanish authors and their works.

· Read a novel by one important Latin American author. 

· Know films done by two modern directors of the Spanish-speaking world.

· Attend and reflect on two international cultural events.

· Read authentic materials in Spanish with speed and comprehension.

· Write short paragraphs based on topics studied or discussed in class.

· Use audiovisual technology to create a news flash or report on an international current issue and presentation of a Spanish-speaking country of your choice.

To carry out these tasks, you will:

· Use all the tenses of regular and irregular verbs with reasonable accuracy in written and oral forms. Tenses include: present, preterit, imperfect, future, conditional, present progressive, present perfect, past perfect, present subjunctive and imperfect (past) subjunctive.

· Use the above tenses with regular and selected irregular reflexive verbs with reasonable accuracy in written and oral forms.

· Substitute the correct direct and/or indirect object pronouns and place them correctly in given sentences, in written and oral forms.

· Use verbs with different structure form, such as gustar, encantar, tocar, and faltar.
· Recognize adverbial conjunctions used with the subjunctive mood.

· Use audiovisual technology and PowerPoint in Spanish.

Student Responsibilities:

I want all of you to succeed in your progress in Spanish, with the goal of putting a second language to use in the real world. This is an enhanced course and it is your responsibility to study, prepare, and practice regularly and diligently outside of class for two to three hours for every hour spent in class. Two and one-half hours of class meetings per week does not excuse you from not doing your work or coming unprepared to class. On the contrary, there is a stronger reason for you to study more during your absent period. It is your obligation to check with a classmate if there is anything due on the day you come back from being absent. My Classes will list calendar updates and schedule changes. Attendance Policy:

Assessment Instruments:
1. Graded listening exercises: 50 points 

There will be listening exercises assigned every week. Students will fill in the blank short take-home quiz. In-class listening exercises cannot be made up. One low grade will be eliminated from the final determination of this part of the course grade.

2. Two movies with reflection papers: 50 points 

During this semester, students will be required to watch two foreign films from the Spanish speaking world outside of the class and write a reflection paper for each film. They will be on reserve and available at the Blackwell Library. 

First film due date:  September 29
Second film due date: November 19
3. Attending 2 cultural events with reflection papers 50 points 

Students will attend and write a reflection paper about 2 appropriate events approved by the professor. The events chosen should have an international component, preferably about the Spanish-speaking world.  A Study Abroad Fair will be held on campus on September 11. Many free cultural events are on or near campus.
Due dates: anytime during the semester up to December 10.

4. Reading a selected novel with take-home questionnaires: 100 points 

Students will read the novel When I was Puerto Rican by author Esmeralda Santiago (in English) for cultural enrichment. Three weekly questionnaires will test students’ reading comprehension and analysis.

5. Two oral presentations of 50 points each: 100 points 

PowerPoint presentation on one Spanish-speaking country of Latin America
In addition to the cultural component, this assignment will provide students with an opportunity to use technology in the target language (e.g. inserting symbols, letter ñ and accents). Presentation length: from 3-5 minutes long. Rubrics and examples will be presented later in the semester.

Due date: November 17-19
Audiovisual oral presentation
Using audiovisual technology, students will create a one-minute report on an international current issue. This product will be sent via electronically to the professor. Rubrics and examples will be presented later in the semester.

Due date: December 1-3
6. Student Activities Manual: 100 points

Six complete lessons will be turned in to the professor.

7. Review test and classroom participation & attendance policy: 100 points

You will have a 20-point review test the first week of class. Four other review tests will be based upon lesson vocabulary, grammar, and content.
The class participation grade will be assigned according to the following criteria:

· Student’s attendance (see information below) and effort

· Student’s ability to master Spanish sounds

· Student’s ability to perform grammatical drills and model dialogues
· Student’s ability to respond to and ask questions in Spanish

· Student’s evidence of preparation

Your progress in class will be directly related to your attendance.  For that reason, missing classes will have an effect on your final class grade. You are entitled to 3 absences without any penalty. After 3 absences, the final course grade is lowered by 20 points per absence. Habitual tardiness counted as one or more absences at my discretion.
8. Chapter tests: 250 points

There will be a written test (with a listening section) at the end of every chapter. Any chapter exam missed must be made-up within five (5) calendar days.  The day of the exam counts against the five-day limit, as do weekends/holidays.  The missed exam day also counts against the student’s total number of absences.  Students may be given a different and more challenging exam.  Exams not made up after five days will receive a zero.

9. Final exam: 200 points

Academic integrity
