German 102 is an enhanced course, that is, a course that might traditionally be offered for 3-credit hours, but which, within the context of both the newly reformed German Program, is being offered here in a 4-credit context.  The main purpose of the Fulton reform and courses in it is to engage students more in the individual courses they take  and, as a result provide students with a deeper—and often more active—learning experience and encounter with the subject at hand.  All “enhanced,” 4-credit courses in the Fulton School will require significantly more—and sometimes different—work than they might (or used to) require as 3-credit courses. Objectives and Procedures:  The purpose of this course is to continue the work begun in German l0l.  The fundamental language skills - speaking, listening, reading and writing will be further strengthened.  A working knowledge of the grammar will also be increased and will include the materials covered in chapters 4-7 or 8.  We will continue to develop our speaking skills through classroom conversation, games and perhaps some oral presentations.  Throughout the course we will continue studying aspects of German culture and geography.  No comprehensive final is given.  The final exam will be on the material covered in the last chapter and will be given on the date and time listed in the final exam schedule.
Daily Grades and Tests:  

**Class participation grades are based on the following criteria:

Language Lab Materials:  As for German 101, your text provides you with all of the materials you will need to complete all of the listening and speaking drills and exercises for this course.  In the library you will find a back- up of these materials as well as a number of computers for you to use if you do not have access to a computer anywhere else. You are required to use these materials as they are designed to improve your vocabulary and pronunciation and are needed to complete much of the homework.  You need not use them at any fixed time but rather at your convenience however all work relating to a given chapter must be submitted prior to the test on that chapter.  You will need the discs for Chapters 4-8 as well as the disc provided with this text.  You will need to access the Quia Online Workbook to complete much of the homework assigned to you.  Quia assignments will be announced at the beginning of each chapter and the deadline will be at midnight the day before a test.  Once the deadline date has been entered into the computer it will not be reopened.  Please make sure that all of your work is submitted on time and that all of your exercises are completed.  Quia exercises have the value of a test grade and can make the difference between an A or a B etc.
In the event that you should experience a total mechanical meltdown and cannot access your Quia account I have placed a workbook, CD’s and a videotape on reserve in the library.  You may use these to complete your assignments on time.  Please photocopy the pages you need and submit the photocopied pages for a grade.  These exercises are more difficult and should only be used for emergency situations until you can access Quia again.

NOTE: The exercises in your textbook with a speaker beside them require the use of the single disc that you bought with your book.  There are always two exercises per chapter and they must be handed in at the end of each chapter.
Workbook Assignments: At the proper time the instructor will call for the  Quia Online  workbook assignments corresponding to the chapter we are working on to be submitted by a certain deadline.  There are numerous assignments per chapter.  Each assignment will only be open for submission for a short time and all assignments must be in by the assigned deadline in order to receive full credit.  This should not be a hardship since you can complete them from any computer and then submit them electronically to your instructor.   All must be completed for credit.  Everyone
must buy a Quia Online workbook pass card!  This is especially true if you purchased a used text.  In your text there is a phone number you need to call in order to purchase a Quia card if you do not have one with your text.

They will all be made up on the same day at a time and place to be stated later.  Make-up exams will not be the same as those given in class and they will, in all probability be more difficult.

Cultural and Skills Enhancements

Objectives:

The Following materials and assignments are designed to enhance and reinforce the grammar, vocabulary and speaking skills taught in German 102.  They are also designed to increase the student’s cultural awareness of the German speaking people.  These assignments are required and are designed to be completed largely outside of class by each student and then are to be submitted for an enhancement grade.

Procedures:

Toward the beginning of the semester, assignments will be made from the second half of German Is Fun (the first half having been completed as part of the enhancements for German 101).  Students will work independently on the assigned units.  Twelve units will be assigned during the course of the semester and the units will relate to the chapters in our main text.  Workbooks will be collected and graded every four weeks.  During those 4 week sessions each student will also be required to prepare a 2 minute speech using the vocabulary in each of the units.  These speeches will be given in my office during my office hours and they will receive a grade as well.  Finally each student will be asked to do additional research on several of the cultural topics in our book or workbook by using online sources such as a German newspaper in translation, ( Der Spiegel”),library owned materials or by contacting an online friend in Germany, Austria or Switzerland. These research papers should be at least 1 typed page long but no longer than 3 pages long.  Your source should be sited.  Each student will be asked to make a report on one of theses topics to the class based on his/her findings. Theses papers and the oral report will be graded as well, based on how well they have been researched.  For example you might want to give a speech to the class on a topic such as “Karnival in Koln”. 

All written work must be handed in on time or it will lose points.  All oral 2 minute speeches must be given when the written work is due.  Your instructor will give you an assigned date for your oral presentation on the papers to the class.  You must answer all questions in your workbook with a complete German sentence.

Grading scale for the course
Your total grade will consist of the following percentages:

25% Enhancement assignments (this includes all written work in the Szeccsy text, the  two minute speeches using the vocabulary in the chapters and the cultural presentations)

50% Tests on the chapters in Wie Geht’s

20% Quizzes and Homework (this includes all Quia assignments both written and listening and all homework assigned in class to be turned in)
5% attendance and class participation (includes show and tell speeches)
