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The Democratic Central Committee of Worcester County (Committee) is seeking from one to four interns to work with it during the 2012 election campaign.  The interns should be registered Democrats (if they are of voting age).
The interns will work closely with the Committee on all phases of the campaign including outreach efforts, voter registration, participating in events, working with candidates/elected officials and similar activities.  In addition, the interns will be invited to participate in deliberations on campaign strategies and help develop campaign materials.

Ideally the interns will be residents of Worcester County, but this is not a requirement.  
This is an excellent opportunity for a person interested in politics and government to gain an understanding of how politics works at the grassroots level.
