APPENDIX C - ALTERNATIVE SITE CONCEPTS

Introduction

Following the site analysis and the identification of development opportunity sites, the master
planning team prepared several alternative site development plans, prior to arriving at a preferred
alternative. The primary distinguishing feature of each alternative is described and illustrated
below.

For each alternative, the new Education Technology building, Library and parking structure are the
primary elements that drive other decisions, so the discussion below relates to these facilities. All
of the recommendations of the site development plan are discussed as part of the preferred
alternative in Chapter 8. Consistent “givens” for all alternatives include that the field house will be
developed on the Dresser property, the tennis courts will ultimately be relocated to the Dresser
property and that the Allenwood Center Offices site will be developed primarily as a parking facility.

Concept Descriptions

Concept A: This concept locates the new Education Technology building near Route 13 and
utilizes the existing library building with an addition to the west into the Library Parking Area. The
Caruthers site would be developed as a future classroom building. A large parking structure would
be located at the corner of Dogwood Street and Camden Avenue.

While stakeholders liked the location of Education Technology near Route 13, the location and
orientation as shown did not compliment the importance of this building. There was also concern
with losing parking from the Library Parking Area by expanding an obsolete facility and concern
with placing a large parking structure on a corner where development should be more scaled to the
residential neighborhood.

Concept B: This concept replaces Caruthers with the new Education Technology building and also
shows an addition to the existing library in a more linear fashion. The parking structure is shown
directly south of Guerrieri University Center to allow for a building program to occur at the corner of
Dogwood and Camden.

While stakeholders liked the Education Technology building being located in its existing location,
there was concern with having to relocate this program to another building (such as the Dresser
Facility) while construction took place. Stakeholders liked how the library expansion reinforced
Holloway Lawn, but did not like how it obscured visibility of Holloway Hall from northbound Camden
Avenue. Stakeholders also felt that the parking garage location obscured views of the University
Center.

Concept C: This concept located Education Technology in a prominent location at and oriented to
the intersection of College Avenue and Route 13 and showed the library being replaced in its
current location. The parking structure would be located in the existing Caruthers Parking Area
adjacent to Route 13.

Stakeholders liked the prominence of the Education Technology building at the corner but were
concerned that building a new library in its current location would require temporary relocation of
the library to another building during construction. This was felt to not be logistically feasible.
Initially there was concern with the location of the parking structure, however, stakeholders
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eventually liked the location here because it left the corner of Dogwood and Camden available for
less intrusive development and it provided a large parking resource near the center of campus.

Concept D: This concept showed the Education Technology Building near Route 13, but in a
similar orientation to the street as Holloway Hall. The existing library would be replaced by
academic buildings and the new library would be constructed on the existing site of Caruthers Hall,
with a new parking structure to the east.

Stakeholders responded most favorably to this alternative, liking the prominence of the Education
Technology building and the location of the new library which would be prominent from two
significant open spaces. In addition, construction of the library in a new location would allow for the
most feasible phasing and construction scenario. This scenario was refined into the preferred
alternative to include the key elements described above and some elements from the other
concepts.
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
