Good News and Appreciation to Share:

e Please join me in congratulating Dr. Fatollah Salimian on his retirement from the Department of
Information & Decision Sciences at the end of this month. Congratulations, Fati, for your 40 years
of service to SU and our students. A retirement celebration for Dr. Salimian is being held on 12/13
from 3:30-5:00 pm in the Perdue Hall Lobby.

e The Richard A. Henson Medical Simulation Center celebrated its 101 year of operation (albeit
a year late due to the pandemic). The Sim Center hosts 1000 students a year in suites designed for
adult health care, labor/delivery/recovery/postpartum, neonatal intensive care, pediatrics and
psych/mental health. Research and curriculum development in the Sim Center has resulted in 95
publications or presentations by faculty and staff. Hats off to Founding Director Lisa
Seldomridge (Nursing), current Director Kevin Glover (CHHS), and the entire Simulation team!

e They’ve done it again. School of Nursing graduates have achieved the highest pass rate of all
B.S.N. programs in Maryland on the National Council Licensure Examination (or NCLEX). SU’s
long-standing top-spot on the NCLEX reflects not only the tremendous education students receive
in the School of Nursing, but also in their pre-requisite and general education courses.
Congratulations to our graduates and to all the faculty and staff who teach and support these
students.

e On Nov. 29th, the 2nd Annual Ethics Bowl at the Eastern Correctional Institution hosted 50
students, prisoners, coaches and staff across four teams discuss cases on issues ranging from
vaccine policy in the U.S. Armed Forces to statutes of limitations on hate crimes to the ethics of
controlled substance use. My thanks to team coaches, ECI prison librarians (Brittney Herz and
John-Paul Mahofski), the director of ECI Correctional Education (June Brittingham), and Tim
Stock (Philosophy) for their commitment to and support of this event.

e OnDec. 3", SU’s Ethics Bowl teams competed in the 27th Annual Northeast Regional bowl at
Notre Dame of Maryland University. SU gave an impressive showing, with wins against Yale, St.
Mary’s, Wellesley and 1st place team West Point. The SU Maroon team made it to the
quarterfinals with a 3-0 record in the qualifying rounds, where they lost in single elimination.
Congratulations to all our team members for their months of research, strong mutual support over
six hours of competing, and for the clarity they have brought to some of the most pressing ethical
issues of our time. Members of both teams (Sarah Bianca, Lily Christiana, Ryan Devine, Jayson
Feld, Samantha Lokey, Kailyn Luettgenau, Kristen Matzdorf, Liam McGinnes, Wyatt Parks,
Megan Rayfield, Gabriella Seetoo-Ronk, Sara Sellers. Luke Sopko, Haley Taylor, and Andrew
Wilson) were phenomenal and were supported by the entire Philosophy Department, with special
thanks to Grace Clement (Philosophy) in her 10th year as head coach.

e The Herman van Apeldoorn Film Center opened on Friday which is a tremendous space for
viewing films and appreciating the cinematic arts. My thanks to Ryan Conrath and Elsie Walker
(both English/Film Studies) for their remarks during the dedication and to the Pereboom/Baker
family for their generous support of this space. Herman van Apeldoorn (brother of Maarten
Pereboom’s mother) joined the Dutch Resistance in 1945 and died at just 22 years of age.

e SU’s student research journal, Laridae, launched its fourth edition last week. Once again, I was
blown away by the amazing research and creative activity of our students and the faculty
mentorship needed for this quality of work. From the beautiful Sri Lankan art designs to hunting
for a DNA deletion in a patient with hearing loss, there is something for every interest. Thanks also
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There are five main ways that students can study abroad or study away as part
of their undergraduate academic careers at SU:

Salisbury Abroad Exchange

Students can spend a full semester on exchange at one of our bilateral partners around the
world. You pay your regular tuition and fees just as if you were in Salisbury. All financial aid
applies. You pay your room and board costs directly to your host university abroad. Credits
transfer back to SU and can count toward General Education, free electives, a major or a
minor.

Salisbury Global Seminars

Students can take a course (sometimes two) during winter term or summer term on
programs led by SU faculty members. These are group programs that require a minimum
enrollment. Programs usually last two to four weeks. Some of the current active Global
Seminars are listed in this brochure. New Global Seminars are being created all the time.

Salisbury Abroad International Internships

Students can earn SU credits by completing an internship or clinical experience abroad.
International internships are not available in all majors. Students in the Seidel School of
Education, the Fulton School of Liberal Arts, the Perdue School of Business, and the Exercise
Science and Public Health programs have been particularly active promoting international
internships to students. Opportunities are available during the fall/spring terms and during
the summers, depending on the internship.

Salisbury Abroad Direct Enroll

Students can study for full semesters, summer sessions or winter term on study abroad
programs that are not operated by SU but have been approved and vetted. Students earn
either transfer credits or earn home university credits depending on the non-SU partner.
Costs are determined by the host institution. Costs are often more than a semester in
Salisbury. Most financial aid applies.

Salisbury Away

Study away is just like study abroad only inside the U.S.A. Students earn credits as part of
their undergraduate degree while studying off campus in high-impact field-based learning
experiences. Students can spend full semesters in every state from sea to shining sea on the
National Student Exchange and can study for a full semester in the nation’s capital through
The Washington Center. During winter term, summer term and even spring break, students
can earn credits on Salisbury Field Seminars taught in the field around the Eastern Shore of
Maryland and beyond.
