The Department of  Nursing offers
three tracks to a Bachelor of  Science
in nursing: one for traditional
undergraduate students, a second for
non-nursing college graduates and a
third for registered nurses.  

SU nursing graduates have the
highest NCLEX-RN pass rate in
Maryland for baccalaureate programs
for the academic year 2007-2008.
Our recent accreditation by the
Commission on Collegiate Nursing
Education (CCNE) for the maximum
period is further validation of  the
quality of  our curriculum, faculty 
and resources.

Students in SU nursing programs
pride themselves on involvement,
participating in a host of  community
service projects, on and off  campus.
Our Student Nurses Association has
been nationally recognized for
community service, winning the
prestigious Silver Cup Award in 2008. 

Our faculty engage in research and
clinical practice publishing their work
in such prestigious journals as Journal
of  Nursing Education and Nurse Educator,
and practicing at area hospitals and
clinics. They also lend their expertise
to national and regional health
organizations and advisory boards. 
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PROGRAMS At SU, there are countless
opportunities for personal and
professional growth including study in
Tanzania, Ecuador and China. The
popular summer Nurse Extern work-
study program pairs students with
expert registered nurses in area
hospitals for a paid 10-week
immersion in patient care while
earning three credits though an online
class at the University.

For all direct care experiences, 
clinical groups are typically no larger
than eight students. This allows for
personal attention and coaching 
while learning how to think like a
nurse. Students also develop close
friendships with classmates that 
last through their years at SU 
and beyond.
