Applications may be submitted electronically; however, they do need hard copies of transcripts. The deadline for application is Friday, January 8, 2010. The $2,500 first place award and two $500 book scholarship runner-up awards will be disbursed through the Financial Aid Offices of the recipients’ schools, to be used for payment toward tuition, books or other school supplies during the 2010-2011 school year.

5. Applicant must be available to interview with Scholarship Selection Committee in March/April 2010. 

6. Applicant must use proceeds of scholarship towards payment of tuition, books or other school supplies. 

7. No applicant shall receive the $2,500 Scholarship Award more than once.
