 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1A proposal to amend the bylaws in order to have “school” positions filled “at-large” should a school fail to elect someone.  The idea is that the position is not permanently “lost” to the school but rather is filled only during the elected term by an “outsider.”

Amend Article V. Elections, Terms of Office, Number of Terms, Recalls, and Vacancies as follows by inserting the bold-faced text below:

Section 2.  Election of Senators from Each School:

The Faculty in each School shall elect the three senators from that School to terms of office of three years, with each term beginning on the July 1 following the election, and with one Senator’s term ending on June 30 on each of the following three years.  Should a School fail to elect a senator for any term, a member of the Faculty shall be elected at-large for that term.
Section 3.  Election of Committee Members from Each School:

The Faculty in each School shall elect those members of committees who represent that school.  Should a School fail to elect a member of a committee for any term, a member of the Faculty shall be elected at-large for that term.  Each member of a committee shall have a term beginning on July 1 following the election and ending on June 30 of a subsequent year.
