JOB GIVEAWAY- Icebreaker
1. All students are asked to stand.

2. Explain that they will be hearing a description of a job that is being offered to them.

3. Students are to remain standing until they no longer would want the job.  They should sit down on the first item that makes them no longer want the job.

2a) You will work in plush , beautiful surroundings.

3a) You will live in a warm, dry climate.

4a) The job involves working with people.

5a) You will have a boss.

   d) When you made the decision to sit down, how did you feel?
