RUNNING GOOGLE TOOLBAR
To use the Google Toolbar, open Internet Explorer. The toolbar should be visible below the address bar as shown in the picture below.
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TOOLBAR BUTTONS
There are a series of buttons on the toolbar; each one has a specific function.  Here are some descriptions that will help to understand how to use the bar:  
	Button
	Description
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	By default, this lets you type in a query to search for using the Google search engine. You may configure this to search elsewhere for the term(s) by clicking the triangular button to the right of Search Web.
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	Opens the Google News site
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	Shows the number of popup windows blocked. To allow pop ups for this site, click the button once. It should now say site pop-ups allowed. This setting will last until you visit another site.
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	Opens the options window to configure the toolbar. See Below.


OPTIONS
In the options screen, you can specify how the toolbar will look and behave. Below is a chart describing each option.
	Option
	Description

	By default, google.com will be the default site however you can change this to another country so that the language of the search is your preference.
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	Check this box if you want Internet Explorer to open a new window when you enter an item to search for.
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	Toggles if you wish to have search history displayed on a drop down menu in the search field.
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	Toggles whether you wish to view the highlight button on the toolbar.
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	Toggles whether you wish the word find button on the toolbar appears.
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	Enables or disables browse by name in Internet Explorer’s Address Bar

	Toggles the display of Page Rank and Page Info on the toolbar.
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	Enables or Disables the Popup Blocker permanently (If utilizing GullNet make sure this is not active)
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	Toggles the display of the AutoFill button on the toolbar.
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	Toggles the display of the BlogThis! button on the toolbar.
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	Toggles the display of the News button on the toolbar.
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	Toggles the display of the Options button on the toolbar.
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
