
Running PowerArchiver

· The first time you run the program, you will be presented with the options in PowerArchiver. Click on Ok to close the options window. 

· You will now be presented with a window that will ask you whether you want this program to be associated with zip files 

· Click on yes. 

· You will now be presented with the tip of the day 

· You have the option of turning the tips on and off at startup. 

· Select your preferred option on the left and click close to close the tips window. 

Opening (Unzipping An Archive)

· There are two ways to open up an archive. 

Method #1

· Open up Windows Explorer 

[Start-programs-windows explorer]
· Locate the compressed file. 

· Hint: It would most likely be in the directory you saved it in. 

· Double Click on the compressed file 

· The PowerArchiver window will open up. It will list all the files within the compressed file 

· Click on the extract icon and specify the directory where you would like to extract the files. Click on the Extract button on the right. 

· This should start the extraction process. Once all the files are extracted, you should be presented with the PowerArchiver screen with a green button on the right of the program 

· The green button indicates that the files have been extracted successfully. 

· Click on File Exit to exit the program. 

· Congratulations, you have successfully uncompressed your files. 

· Method#2

· Open PowerArchiver 2000 [start-programs-PowerArchiver 2000 ] 

· Click on close to close the tips window 

· Click on the open icon in the program to open your compressed file 

· You will now be presented with an open dialog 

· Type in the name of the directory, where your zip file is located. i.e. c:\ 

· Select the zip file and click on open. 

· You should now see the files within the compressed files in the PowerArchiver window 

· Click on the extract icon and specify the directory where you would like to extract the files. Click on the Extract button on the right. 

· This should start the extraction process. Once all the files are extracted, you should be presented with the PowerArchiver screen with a green button on the right of the program 

· The green button indicates that the files have been extracted successfully. 

· Click on File – Exit to exit the program. 

Hint: to access the files, you just uncompressed, open up windows explorer and go to the directory you had specified.
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
