
GENERAL INFORMATION

This sheet is designed to be an aid to you as you are using WS_FTP.  WS_FTP is a software package that allows you to connect to host computers on the Internet and then transfer files between computers. WHAT IS FTP?
FTP stands for File Transfer Protocol.  It is the basis for moving files from one computer system to another.  The most common use of FTP is to retrieve files from a remote server and download them to your computer.  But you can also use FTP to put files from your computer onto a remote server.  In order to use FTP you must have a program that supports the FTP protocol.
OPENING AN FTP SESSION
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To open a FTP session in WS_FTP, double-click on the WS_FTP95 LE icon on the desktop.  Click on New to clear most of the options on the screen (Host type: will remain as Automatic detect).  In the box next to Profile Name: type in the name of the site that you wish to connect to.  In the box next to Host Name: type in the address of the site that you wish to connect to.  In the box next to User ID: type in your username for that site.  In the box next to Password: type in your password for that site.  Then, click OK.

ANONYMOUS FTP SITES
Some sites will allow people who do not have accounts with them to download files.  They have guest accounts for visitors to use or they support what is called the “anonymous logon.”  For these sites use the word “anonymous” as the User ID and your E-Mail address as your password.  Most of these sites only allow you to download files, they will not allow you to upload files.

SOME COMMONLY ACCESSED FTP SITES
Here are some sites that allow anonymous login:

Most of these sites will keep their downloadable information in the “pub” directory.  Search through its sub-directories for the files you want.  For more sites try searching at the FTP-list at “http://tile.net/ftp-list.”  You can even search for sites by content.
EXITING WS FTP
Before you exit WS_FTP be sure to disconnect from the site you contacted.  To Disconnect select click the Close button located in the bottom left corner.  To exit from WS_FTP, click the Exit button in the bottom right corner of the window.
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
