Guerrieri Undergraduate Research Summer Program 2010
The goal of this program is to foster a community of undergraduate research during the summer months in the Henson School of Science and Technology at Salisbury University.  The Guerrieri Undergraduate Research Summer Program will be interdisciplinary within the Henson School of Science and Technology.  The accepted students and their faculty mentors will meet regularly for lunch and discussions about their respective projects.
Proposal for Undergraduate Support

1. The faculty member will apply using a traditional grant format (abstract, introduction, methods, justification of undergraduate research, justification of supply money, references).  The application will have a maximum of 5 pages excluding references.

2. The faculty member will choose the student, and submit with their proposal the following information from the student: 1) unofficial student transcripts 2) student personal statement, and 3) student CV. The student must be a student at Salisbury University, and registered for Spring and Fall 2010.  If there is space available non-Salisbury University student may be considered.
3. The evaluation of the applications will be made by the chairs of all the departments in the Henson School.

4. There will be 8 students chosen for Summer 2010 with a stipend of $2,500.  The faculty will receive supply money of $250-$350.  The amount of money will vary, since not all faculty will require supply money.
5. The application deadline will be April 1, 2010 at 3:00 PM. Submit a hard copy of the application to the Dean’s Office.
