Your interview will not be scheduled if all materials are not received. Unless extenuating circumstances are extreme, late applications will generally not be considered.  PLEASE NOTE FROM ABOVE: This application must be received by BOTH email and hard copy.

Not all applicants will be interviewed. The application will be reviewed to determine your eligibility. At minimum, the following criteria will be evaluated:

Cumulative GPA >2.8. IMPORTANT NOTES:

	Grades from all institutions attended must be provided and will be considered when evaluating 					overall academic ability.
	If class withdrawals are excessive, you may not be interview eligible.
Experiences relevant to career goal (internships, shadowing, research, etc.)
Completion of most pre-requisite courses for professional school (You should be realistically eligible to apply to a health profession school during the upcoming  fall semester.)
Entrance exam (MCAT/DAT/GRE) completed or realistically will be completed within next 8 months 
Evaluation of university judicial record, including evidence of academic dishonesty, violence or criminal behavior

Interviews will be conducted between 4 and 7 pm, and at least one session on each weekday other than Friday will be scheduled to try to accommodate all possible student time conflicts.  You must indicate which day, if any, you cannot be interviewed during the 4-7 pm time slot. You may also indicate, if appropriate, any time restrictions during the 4-7 slot- Example: You’re in class until 4:15 but could be interviewed after that. You will be notified, by email, in early April of your interview date and time.  Interviews and debriefings will be held at the mid of April through beginning of May.
