Salisbury University Sports Medicine Symposium • January 20-21, 2012
Salisbury University Athletic Training Program is excited about this year’s symposium. The cadaver workshop and symposium focus on the knee and ankle. The cadaver workshop concentrates on the surgical techniques of the knee and ankle. Saturday’s clinical program addresses evaluation, management and rehabilitation techniques of injuries to the knee ankle and foot.
 The cadaver workshop is Friday, January 20. In the afternoon session we dissect the knee and identify major structures and injury scenarios. Following the dinner break, we dissect the ankle. The physicians perform a variety of surgical techniques on fresh cadavers and the participants work on preserved specimens. It is required that each participant present a certification of Hepatitis B immunization or a signed waiver of denial of Hepatitis B immunization. A letter from your employer on business letterhead confirming immunization or denial is sufficient. Space is limited for the cadaver workshop; therefore, early application is recommended.
On Saturday, January 21, we present topics concerning the knee, foot and ankle. Relative anatomy, evaluation, injury and injury management, rehabilitation and differential diagnosis are discussed. The morning session consists of a lectures series with a question-and-answer session after each lecture. Also, time is allotted to visit our exhibitors. The afternoon session is dedicated to a “hands-on” workshop on a variety of topics including Lower Body Biomechanics. This exciting workshop is totally laboratory based, so all participants can actively encage in the techniques being demonstrated. We encourage all participants to be involved in this worthwhile laboratory experience.
Henson Science Hall is the location for the cadaver workshop. The clinical symposium is held in beautiful brand new Perdue Building. We know you will find the facility comfortable and accommodating. We are confident the weekend will be educational for all. 
The fee for the cadaver workshop/clinic is $185 and Saturday’s clinic alone is $70 for professionals.  Separate registration for the cadaver workshop is not available. To register, please return the accompanying application and payment. Advanced registration is required for the Friday Cadaver Workshop. Registration for the Friday’s Cadaver Workshop is limited to the first 40 registrants, and registrants must be a certified or licensed Allied Health Professional. Walk-up registration for the Saturday Clinical Symposium is available and is open to all.  All costs include materials and meals. Dinner is provided for participants in the Friday workshop. A continental breakfast and lunch are included for Saturday’s participants. We have a special student workshop on Sunday, January 22. Cost for students is $50 and includes the Saturday and Sunday sessions as well as meals.  A separate flyer for student workshop is attached. Students must complete the registration and indicate if they are attending the Sunday Workshop.
A Maryland Athletic Trainers Association state meeting takes place immediately following the Saturday Symposium. All athletic trainers who live in Maryland are encouraged to attend. A cocktail party follows the state meeting for all MATA members.
