Dear Middle States Steering Committee Members:

I hope you have all had a wonderful summer and that you*re off to a great September.  Our original schedule called for us to start our meetings at the opening crack, but the late appointment of our new Middle States liaison (his name is Robert Schneider; he is a historian and formerly in the provost*s office at Temple) gave us a breather that I thought you might appreciate.  

Here*s  what happened over the summer: Our first draft of the design got in on time (June 1) and was officially accepted on behalf of Middle States by Mary Ann just as she left.  She had some suggestions but called it excellent, especially the careful and tailored charging questions.  All that work shows!

I got her acceptance about July 16th, and it was about a month later in mid-August that Bob got in touch, having read the correspondence but not yet the report.  Because he needed to go through his own orientation at Middle States, he asked that we postpone his visit here by two months (scheduled for Friday, Nov 5th), and I moved our meeting with the campus to Thursday, October 14th (3:30-5, currently scheduled for Holloway Auditorium) so that it could occur within that timeframe.   (I*ll send you a second email with Mary Ann*s letter of acceptance and suggestions and another copy of the first draft submitted to her.) 

So, it*s time for us to crank ourselves into full gear. We have a lot of work to do.  We need to have our working groups* reports finished by the end of May.  Our next task is work through the suggestions Mary Ann had--in addition to some minor points, she had four substantive comments dealing with 1) how we handled standards 7 and 14, 2) how we are tying the standards and the University*s values together, 3) how we will avoid redundancies in the standards that appear in more than one group, and 4) how we will collect data.     

I*d like our first meeting to work through our meeting with the campus and those four questions.  Group chairs, we also need to round out the membership of our working groups so that they can begin to meet beginning October 15th
