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Soaring with Online Learning (SOL) offers two programs to prepare Salisbury University (SU) faculty to deliver courses in a fully online or hybrid environment through the course management system MyClasses @ SU. The first program is aimed at faculty who will be managing and delivering an already developed online/hybrid course.  The second program is aimed at faculty who will be both developing and delivering an online/hybrid course.

The program will run for four weeks for those faculty who are delivering online/hybrid courses and six weeks for those faculty who will also be developing online/hybrid courses.  Upon completing the program, faculty will be able to:
· Understand the framework of online courses in distance education and at Salisbury University.
· Incorporate strategies to facilitate the various relationships found in online learning. 
· Apply the best strategies and pedagogical practices of online learning.
· Deliver an online/hybrid course during the Summer I, II or Fall 2010 semester (or beyond).
Faculty who will be developing and delivering a course will also be able to:
· Apply an instructional design model to the course development process. 

· Design an online/hybrid course in MyClasses @ SU.

In each program faculty will only need to attend a face to face meeting on the first and last day of their respective programs.  The remaining program activity will be conducted online.  Our methodology is to model how an online/hybrid course can be conducted and for each faculty member to experience being an online student.  Furthermore, during the program faculty will have the opportunity to meet one-on-one with instructional designers in Teaching and Learning Resources (TLR).  Although optional, the one-on-one sessions are highly recommended since they provide the opportunity to work directly on your online/hybrid course.
The content for each program is presented in learning modules, called Light Posts, which have been designed to explore salient information regarding education in an online or hybrid environment.  Participating faculty will be focusing on the pedagogy of online learning, building a community of colleagues engaging in online/hybrid education and along the way learn about the capabilities of the course management system, MyClasses @ SU.  Details regarding the different topics covered in each program can be found on the following pages.
Online or hybrid courses that are to be delivered and/or developed are encouraged to fall within one of the following foci:
· General Education courses

· Gatekeeper courses to undergraduate academic programs

· High demand courses

Stipends will be provided to participating faculty - $1000 for faculty who will be managing and delivering an online/hybrid course and $2500 for faculty who will be developing and delivering an online/hybrid course.  The program will be facilitated by:

Professional Development for Delivering Online/Hybrid Courses

· The course should be offered fully online or as a hybrid course during Summer I, II or Fall 2010 semester (or beyond).

· The faculty member should be one that will deliver an online/hybrid course at least twice (but preferably on a regular basis).
· Attend two face-to-face sessions at the beginning and end of the program.
· Participate fully in the weekly activities and discussions of the program which will be delivered online.
· Refine the course using the campus course management system.

Each participant in this program will receive a $1000 stipend.  The program will run from January 4, 2010 – February 8, 2010.  The timeline of the program is:
