German 201 is an “enhanced” course: that is, a course that might traditionally be offered for 3 credit hours, but which, within the context of both the newly reformed German program and the Fulton School’s overall curriculum reform initiative, is being offered here in a 4-credit context.  The main purpose of the Fulton reform and the courses in it is to engage students more in the individual courses they take and, as a result, provide students with a deeper—and often more active---learning experience and encounter with the subject at hand.  All “enhanced” 4-credit courses in the Fulton School will require significantly more—and sometimes different—work than they might (or used to) require as 3 credit courses. To increase your knowledge of German grammar.  After a brief review of past chapters we will continue with chapter 8 to 11 or 12.

To improve and expand your writing skills.  This will be accomplished through your daily written  work and through the writing of a composition in German at the end of each lesson or included in the  Enrichment section.
4.             To further understand German culture by exploring the various contributions Germans have made 
               to the arts, literature and modern society,

Language Lab:


To compensate for the lack of a formal Language Lab, a short reading selection will be distributed each   

               Monday  (or first day of the week). Pronunciation will be practiced during the ensuing two sessions. On

               Friday (or the third session) students will be required to retell the story in German and answer  the

               questions which accompany the selection. There will be four selections for each chapter.

Grades:    25% of your grade will comprise the Enhancement Portion of German 201 as required by the Fulton 

                  School.  This material will be assigned at the beginning of each chapter and collected before the chapter

                  test is given The material will involve cultural research, some translation and typed papers in English and 

                  German.  All of the Enhancement materials are to be kept in a portfolio and resubmitted in a class 
                  Presentation at the end of the term.  See Enrichment for details.
                  25% will consist of the average of your chapter tests and final exam.

                  15% will consist of oral response to  reading selections.
                  20% will consist of written assignments.

                 15% will consist of class participation in discussions.
