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Salishury Sweeps CAC Awards

The Capital Athletic Conference All-Sports
Award, given annually to the top all-around
athletics program in the conference over the
course of one academic year, will remain in
Salisbury’s possession for a third consecutive
year after a successful 2007-08 campaign for
the Sea Gulls. SU won nine of the league’s 19
conference titles and also won the inaugural
men’s and women'’s trophies for the best
program in the respective categories. This is
SU’s sixth All-Sports Award since SU joined
the conference in 1994-95.

Berkman Nation’s Best

Salisbury University men’s lacrosse standout
junior Kylor Berkman was named the
National Player of the Year and Midfielder of
the Year in Division III as announced by the
United States Intercollegiate Lacrosse
Association. Berkman is one of six Sea Gulls
to be named CAC Player of the Year for the
spring season. The others are Sue Ackermann
(women'’s lacrosse), Justin Armiger
(baseball), Delannie Spriggs (men’s track
and field), Kelly Waskewicz (softball) and
Eric Willey (baseball).

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SU Returns to Top 25

For the eighth time in school history the
Salisbury University athletics program was
ranked in the top 25 of the final U.S. Sports
Academy Division III Directors’ Cup standings
for the 2007-08 season presented by the
National Association of Collegiate Directors of
Athletics. The Sea Gulls finished 23rd overall in
the country with 487 points. Salisbury is the
top-ranked school from the Capital Athletic
Conference and the second highest in the state
of Maryland. SU has been ranked in the top 25
in five of the past six seasons.

Beantown

The celebration commenced on
uncharted land for the Salisbury
University men’s lacrosse program as the
Sea Gulls celebrated their eighth national
championship on the field at Gillette
Stadium before a NCAA Division III record
crowd of 24,317. This was the first-ever
NCAA lacrosse championships held in
Foxborough, MA, on Memorial Day
weekend, but the Division III match-up
was the same for a third straight year.

The top-ranked Gulls completed a
perfect 22-0 season as SU slew the SUNY
Cortland Red Dragons for the second
consecutive year with a 19-13 victory.

SU junior Kylor Berkman was named
the Most Outstanding Player of the title
game as he scored five goals and two
assists for a game-high seven assists. The
first midfield line of Berkman, senior
Bruce Richardson (five goals) and
sophomore Mike Von Kamecke (three
goals, one assist) combined to score 13
of SU’s 19 goals and tallied 16 points.

“This has been a storybook season
for us,” said SU Coach Jim Berkman, the
all-time winningest men’s lacrosse coach
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in NCAA history. “I know we've had success before,
but, as a coach, this is one of the most rewarding
seasons after losing the starting defense [last
season|.”

Goalie Nick Fiorentino, in only his third-ever
collegiate start, had an epic performance as the
senior made a career-high 14 saves.

SU will enter the 2009 season with a 45-game
winning streak, 74 consecutive wins at Sea Gull
Stadium, 77-0 in the regular-season and 100-0 in
Capital Athletic Conference play since 1995—all of
which are tops in the nation.

Super Soph: Waskewicz Does It All for Softhall

Sophomore shortstop Kelly Waskewicz became the
fifth Salisbury University softball player to repeat as
a member of the Division III All-American team as

the official teams were announced by Louisville
Slugger/National Fastpitch Coaches Association
(NFCA). Waskewicz was named to the first team
after last year being selected to the third team.
This is the eighth time a Sea Gull has earned
first-team honors.

Waskewicz led the Sea Gulls to their 13th
Capital Athletic Conference championship in 14
years as she garnered her second straight CAG
Player of the Year award. For the season, she
batted .481, scored 53 runs on 64 hits, with 12
doubles and 17 home runs. She drove in 45 RBI,
stole 16-of-17 bases and had a slugging percentage
of 1.000.

She also was named to the 2008 Easton
softball All-American second team comprised of
student-athletes across all three NCAA divisions.
This is the second straight year she has been
honored by Easton, a team sponsor, as she landed
on the third team last season.

Salisbury Makes Splash at CAC Championships

The Salisbury University swimming program sent a
statement at the 2008 Capital Athletic Conference
championships as the Sea Gulls finished third
overall in the men’s competition and fourth in the
women’s final standings.

The Gulls had six All-CAC performances, broke
10 men’s school records and two women’s records
in three days in the 36-event championships.

“We swam out of our minds that weekend,”
said SU Coach Jill Stephenson. “We had more
swimmers, in program history, swim in the evening
finals. We couldn’t have asked for a better way to
end our season.”

Sophomore Mike Ferrari became the first
Salisbury swimmer in seven years to win an event
at the CAC championships. Ferrari won the
200-yard breaststroke with a school record time of
2:12.37. Ferrari earned two All-CAC honors during
the weekend with his performances in the 100 and
200 breaststroke.

The other All-CAC performers for the Sea Gulls

are senior Cole Mangum in the 50 free; freshman
Becky Akers in the 1,650 free; the women’s 800
free relay team of junior Laura Kordzikowski,
sophomore Angie Hammond, sophomore Maureen
Gillespie and junior Raienne South; and the men’s
200 free relay team of junior Benjamin Overholt,
senior Ross Spangler, Mangum and junior

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Gulls Achieve Success
In the Classroom

The Salisbury University athletic department
can easily be measured by its success against
collegiate opponents by wins and losses and
championships, but a true testament of the
Sea Gulls’ overall success can be attributed
to the classroom. For the 2007-08 season
188 SU student-athletes earned All-Academic
honors by either the Capital Athletic
Conference or the Atlantic Central

Football Conference.

At the head of the class are SU seniors
Sue Ackermann and Jamar Garner the
2007-08 female and male recipients of the
SU Scholar-Athlete Award.

Ackermann, an exercise science major
with a near perfect cumulative grade point
average, has earned ESPN The Magazine
Academic All-American honors, IWLCA
Academic Honor Roll recognition and was
the recipient of the 2008 CAC Women'’s
Scholar-Athlete Award. Ackermann, the two-
time CAC Player of the Year, capped off one

of the best careers ever for a Sea Gull in
women’s lacrosse history. The Sykesville,
MD, native graduates as the all-time SU
leader in points (321) and assists (149).
She is second all-time in goals (172).

Garner played three seasons for Coach
Sherman Wood where he appeared in 28
games and started all 11 games in 2007. He
led the Sea Gulls to a No. 17 national
ranking and a berth into the NCAA
tournament. A physical education major, he
was named team captain his junior and
senior seasons. The Frederick, MD, native
was named Team MVP and earned ESPN
The Magazine/CoSIDA All-District first team
academic honors.
