Program and Scholarship Information/Application Packet
I.  Academic Information

The Summer Term Study Abroad program is sponsored by the Perdue School of Business of Salisbury University in cooperation with The School of International Business at Dongbei University of Finance and Economics (DUFE), Dalian.  Program participants travel to Dalian from May 22-June 6 and to Shanghai and Beijing from June 7-June 13. The offered courses are: ACCT 302—Cost Accounting  for accounting and finance majors, and BUAD 396—Business Study Abroad (International Trade and Finance) as an elective for all business majors or this course may be a substitute for ECON 441—International Economics for economics and International Business majors.  However, if you have already taken ECON 441, you are not eligible to take this course

	BUAD 396 Business Study Abroad: International Trade and Finance (3 cr.)

	This course will study internal financial reporting for manufacturing companies and examine cost control, decision making, budgeting, and variance analysis. 
Prerequisites:  Acct 202 

	This course provides a balanced coverage of international trade and international money.  The part of international trade addresses the issues such as why nations trade, how trade patterns are determined, and what economic effects trade generates and how trade barriers can change them. The part of international money discusses a country’s balance of payments, the short-run and long-run exchange rate theories, open-economy macroeconomic policies, and the fixed and flexible exchange rate regimes. 
Prerequisite:  ECON 211, ECON 212




While in Dalian, students will attend classes on the DUFE campus with Chinese students.  SU Accounting professor Dr. Pat Derrick will teach ACCT 302, and Economics professors Dr. Brian Hill and Dr. Ying Wu will co-teach BUAD 396.  Other time slots are reserved for guest speakers, cultural activities such as museum and city tours, Peking Opera, Gongfu show, as well as business site visits where students will have the opportunity to view first-hand how Chinese and multinational companies operate.  The SU students will have extensive opportunities to interact with Chinese students who take the same course and will also be able to discuss international business practices with local business executives.

 II. Program Selection

B.  Program Costs [travel and course cost]  

The program cost for students for this program will be approximately $4,180-$4,380 (depending on number of participants) per person and the price includes:

Upon acceptance into the program, a non-refundable deposit of $1,500 will be required by February 13, 2009 (for purchasing promotional airfares).  The final balance of the program cost will be billed through the university billing system in April or May.  Standard University due dates and late payment fees apply.

Withdrawal policy: Withdrawal deadline is March 12, 2009.  Should a student wish to withdraw from the international education program for any reason, the request must be in writing and submitted directly to SUCIE, not the faculty director(s) or the Billing Office.  However, the student will not receive back the $1,500 non-refundable deposit.  After March 12, 2009, the student will be responsible for total program costs unless the University can recover costs.  Recoverable costs are defined as those the University can recover through reservation cancellations, etc.  The University will make every effort to recover as much of the costs as possible.  Recoverable costs will either reduce the current amount due or will be refunded to the student should such result in a credit balance.

Note:  The cost of the program has been calculated as carefully as possible.  Should inflation rise or exchange rates fluctuate beyond the margin anticipated, actual costs may change.  
	
C.  Scholarships

The scholarship application form is the same as the program application form.  All students accepted for participation in the program will be considered for scholarships subject to the student’s willingness to assist the trip leaders.  Scholarships are provided by the Franklin P. Perdue School of Business and Peninsula Bank in the amount of $500-$1000 each.  Scholarship selection is based on the following criteria and is conducted by the Student Activities Committee of the Perdue School of Business:
