THEA 492 INDEPENDENT STUDY

1-4 hours credit

Select a topic for investigation and prepare a proposal with the advice of a theatre instructor. Familiarity and work with the topic are recommended. Prerequisite: Proposal and permission of instructor and department chair prior to registration. Variable hours.
This course is designed to give students the opportunity to work one-on-one with a faculty member on a subject area chosen in consultation with the instructor. Study can be in an area in which a course is not offered, it can expand on a subject begun in another course by studying it in more detail, or it can complete a creative project that builds on theoretical knowledge.  The project must be:

· Theatrical in nature and include a written component
· Well-designed and executed
· Approved by a theatre faculty supervisor and the department chair 
Students generally complete a paper. As an extension of Fulton School Curriculum Reform, a 4.0 credit hour study will be expected to demonstrate significantly more in-depth research and analysis.
