PRE-VETERINARY REQUIREMENTS 
 

• Preparation for graduate program in this field requires that certain pre-

requisite courses be completed and that the applicant take the necessary 

admissions exam required by the intended graduate school. Note that 

some graduate programs require the Graduate Record Examination for 

admission (GRE). 

 

• Recommended courses are suggested for proper preparation for 
graduate/doctoral programs. 
 

• You must check the prerequisites of all schools you are 
considering, as requirements vary. Summary of Course 
Prerequisites can be found on the Association of American 
Veterinary Medical Colleges website:

• Maintain a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.5 to be considered as a viable 
candidate for graduate/doctoral programs.  
 

• Suggested patient observation, shadowing, and volunteer hours:  500 
minimum (180 hours of hands-on, quality veterinary experience – most 
candidates average 1,600+ hours total – refer to preferred program.) 
 

• Explore leadership and study abroad opportunities that enhance 
undergraduate experience. 

 

• Although not required, students are strongly encouraged to participate in 
a mock-interview with the Health Professions Advisory Committee 
(HPAC) (at least one interview) throughout undergraduate career (must 
maintain 3.25 to be eligible to attend a mock-interview). 

 

• All pre-health students should seek further advisement and guidance 
provided by Health Professions Program advisors (HPP: 
https://www.salisbury.edu/academic-offices/advising-center/hpap/).
